Note of Meeting

1. Welcome & Introductions

Mrs Milne welcomed all, advised of apologies and gave a brief overview of the evening’s agenda.
2. Queries
· Parental query regarding the communication of Mandarin/French. The question was raised regarding the teaching of mandarin in school and communication to this effect to parents.
Miss Royle advised that this was under review and will be discussed at the Head teachers meeting in the ASG. There will be a note issued to parents in due course. At present P5-7 will experience the cultural aspects of the subject and if they enjoy it they can pursue further in Secondary school. French is currently a “+3“subject so it is suggested it become a “+2” as pupils will have a better chance of gaining a qualification in French as the written language is easier to master than mandarin.

The Han –Ban teachers are currently funded but this will not always be the case.

3. BOD Remembers – Greenbrae School Involvement
Miss Royle clarified the schools involvement in the BOD Remembers project. As it was across all of the schools in the area the co-ordination of the project was a huge undertaking. The house captains from Greenbrae were selected to attend the Church service on November 2nd. They will attend with pupils from all the other schools in the area.
Miss Hamilton is leading a choir who will sing at the service. Flyers with all the information have been created, Jayden from P7’s artwork was chosen for the flyer.
The pupils will lay a wreath at the altar and again on November 11th at the Bridge of Don memorial on the Ellon Road. The children have been working on art displays for the churches and schools.

On November 11th 2 children will represent the school and lay the school wreath at the memorial in Bridge of Don as part of the Service for Remembrance. 
4. School Improvement Plan – Review

The main focus for this meeting was a high level review of the School Improvement plan and its amendments for this academic session. The school improvement plan goes to the Parent Council and pupil council for review and comment.

The main area’s covered are summarised as follows:
a) Improvements to Literacy and Numeracy – continuation with initiatives from the previous session. There are currently 11 classes in the school and a role of approximately 247 pupils and 80 nursery pupils. ASN has been recognised as an attainment gap in the school. IEP’s have been implemented for pupils who need additional support. Pupils who are entitled to free school meals are also entitled to PEF (Pupil equity funding) funding. This funding can be used to benefit more pupils that just the pupil it is allocated too. 

b) Vision, values and aims – will be displayed in the school.

c) Understanding the school and auditing versus its visions and aims.

d) Achievement and Impact – e.g. literacy and numeracy basics for staff to ensure clear progression 

e) ASG topics – whole school projects are allocated to staff who take ownership of the project and draft plans for its implementation. There are some localised projects which focus on local enterprise including technology and social subjects.
f) Northern alliance partnership – Talkboost (for speech and language), Dyslexia Resources and Reflective reading are still being rolled out and will be audited at the end of the year.

g) Moderation is still continuing across all stages

h) Standardized assessments (recently in the press/media) have been successful at Greenbrae. They are still scheduled at present for the period between Christmas and Easter. A statement is due from the government in due course.

i) Evaluations – for inspections, the school has rated itself as good based on the School Improvement plan. The rating is a result of the school self assessing against the school improvement plan.
5. HT Update
· McMillan Coffee Morning (Nursery), over £800 has been raised and a very enjoyable morning had by all who attended.
· Class Twitter accounts are being set up for each class. They will all be shared on the main Greenbrae page. A gardening club page is also being set up.

· The gardening club have received two awards from Aberdeen in Bloom. There are photos on Twitter.

· There will be a Christmas concert for the upper stages and the P7 show will take place in January. 
· The Nursery and P1 Curriculum meeting is coming up next term.

· Golden Groups is being revamped after the holidays, the children will be offered a selection of activities and they will work across the stages.

· All clubs are now up and running – Charities, Pupil Council, ICT etc.

· The school behaviour policy will be issued for review.

AOB

· Suggested some funding could be provided by the Parent Council to add to the PEF fund the school receives.

· Greenbrae Crescent one way system – Cllr Stuart is awaiting a reply regarding this.

· Miss Royle to send out a communication regarding the PEF funding and how to apply. It was felt some parents may not know how to find out if they are eligible for funding or how to apply. Cllr Stuart also offered his assistance to parents if required.
